“BCSP believes that having completed a 

program of  study evaluated through third-

party procedures is substantially equivalent to 

passing an examination on the fundamental 

knowledge essential for professional safety 

practice,” said Dr. Brauer.

GSP Retroactivity applicants should submit 

their GSP Retroactivity application forms 

directly to BCSP.  They must pass the 

second examination leading to the CSP 

certifi cation (Comprehensive Practice) prior 

to 10 years from the graduation date listed 

chemical production, or hazardous material 

disposal.
